 If there is a          
candidate for 1st vice     
District Governor at     
election time there will 
be no second vote    

necessary.

At this writing there is no

Therefore our present

to continue in that

 This is the process 
for this year only. In 
2011, we revert to the 
regular election process 

for all offices. 

 To answer the    
question on how          
International will decide 
on how many delegates 

each club will have: 

 Each club is        
entitled to one delegate 
for every ten members 
or major  fraction. So if 
you had for example 20 
members as of April 28th 
2009 you would have 2 
delegates. If you had 25 
you would have 3.       

International goes back 
one year and one day to      
compute the delegates. 
So your total delegates 
are  figured on your club    
membership at that 
time. THERE ARE NO          

EXCEPTIONS. 

Delegates can be new 
members or senior      

members of your club, 

Regardless of  their date 
of induction into the 

club. 

 To answer the 

dues question: 

 As soon as we get 
the figures from the MD 
office we will be issuing 
dues statements. Every 
year the office needs to 
wait for International to 
send them the exact        
figures. Then they have 
to issue the statements 
to each District. Then 
the Districts have to    
figure out what each 
club owes, and then 
each club is issued a    
statement by the District 
for your dues. Those 
clubs who have taken in 
new members since you 
last paid dues will have 

those members dues 
pro-rated for this six 
months. DO NOT HOLD 
UP YOUR CHECKS. 
When you get your   
statements that will be 
what you owe. However 
if you have questions we 
will always be happy to 
help you in computing 

your dues. 

 I know this is a 
long detailed letter but 
hopefully it will clear up 
a lot of questions on the 
above items. Thank you 
for your indulgence and 
as usual you can       
contact me or the     
Cabinet Secretary for 

details.

Our Cabinet Meeting was held 
at the Lions Camp, January 16. 

Everyone 
chipped in and our Disaster 
Chairperson, Rae Nash, was 
able to raise $500.00 cash in 
addition to all the food and 
other donations brought to the 
camp for Haiti. It was soooo 
impressive. 

 

As the second half of our Fiscal

several resignations from very    
important positions in some Clubs 
due to either health or other        
reasons. What bothers me is there is 
no person qualified to take their 
place because 1) each time       
cross-training starts the person 
leaves; 2) no cross-training        
happens; 3) no person steps up to 
the plate because cross-training is 
not emphasized by Club Presidents 
and/or Officers. This has got to 
change! 

 

Another area we have to address is 
the membership numbers. Up, up 
and away, we must do more. The 
positions that must be filled can 
come from new members that join. 
Put them to work as fast as you can, 
that will make them stay and       
become active and interested. We 
must also NEVER forget that they 
do not know what we do in Lionism 
and it must be taught to them to  
understand what we do, what the 
entities are and our projects in    
progress.  

 

Our elections will be soon, the two 
candidates are roaming District R 
and I for the Governor’s position, 
and as we move closer, they will 
work harder for your vote. 

Please consider each candidate 
carefully. I feel more experience in 
Lionism is the key to getting a     
better Cabinet, better

Lions Clubs International is pleased to announce that it has entered into an agreement with Walmart to collect 
used eyeglasses from the public at specified Walmart and Sam's Club stores throughout the United States.  This 
new program will enhance the Lions Eyeglass Recycling Program, enabling our association to collect increased 
quantities of usable glasses for humanitarian missions to developing nations. 
  

•Commencing January-February 2010, co-branded collection boxes, bearing the LCI, Walmart and Sam's 
Club logos, will be available in the 2,500 US Walmart stores and approximately 500 Sam's Clubs, with vision 
centers.  These new boxes will replace Lions collection boxes currently in place at the specified stores. For 
Walmart stores and Sam's Clubs without in-store vision centers, existing Lions collections will continue at 
the discretion of the store managers. 

  
•Walmart will ship the collected eyeglasses to their distribution centers, where they will then be delivered 
to the nearest Lions Eyeglass Recycling Centers for sorting, cleaning and processing. 
  
•Usable glasses will be available for Lions and other optical missions to developing nations, where the 
glasses will be dispensed to children and adults free of charge. 
  
• The Lions/Walmart co-branded program is aimed at members of the public. Walmart and Sam's Club 
stores will not be able to accept or ship Lions club collections of eyeglasses from other locations in the 
community. 
  

If you are involved in eyeglass collection, thank you for your continued support of this project. We encourage clubs 
to maintain their collection sites throughout the community and send the glasses to the nearest Lions Eyeglass Re-
cycling Center.  These collections have had a direct impact on the strength and success of the Lions Eyeglass Recy-
cling Program.   
  
LCI can help to promote your community collections by posting drop-off locations on the association's Web site at 
the Club Locator. Clubs can simply provide us with their information via the Lions Recycle For Sight Club Participa-
tion Form and we'll post up to six collection sites. Or, send an e-mail to: eyeglasses@lionsclubs.org.

Special Message from President Wirfs 
on Lions Haiti Relief Efforts 

 

 

 
 

Dear Lions of the World, 

It is with great sadness that the world's attention is focused on the devastating earthquakes in Haiti that left 1.5 mil-
lion homeless, up to 200,000 dead, and countless injured and traumatized.  It will take years for the country to fully 
recover, but we know that Lions will be there every step of the way.  

Just like Lions have done with the South Asian tsunami, Hurricane Katrina, the Sichuan earthquake in China and other 
calamities, Lions and LCIF will be there for the both the short- and long-term  - providing immediate aid now but also 
working to rebuild communities, to restore hope and to support those affected for as long as it takes.  

If there is one thing that makes Lions unique from other service agencies, it's that we commit for the long term and 
we work within the affected communities - through our local Lions -- to rebuild for a better tomorrow.  The Haitian 
Lions are our brothers and sisters, members of our international family, and we will never let them down.  

As you are likely aware, Lions have already moved swiftly to provide immediate assistance despite the coordination 
challenges.  Lions relief tents are being shipped from Sweden; Lions from Canada on a mission in Haiti during the 
quake gave first aid assistance during the first hours and days; and Lions in the Caribbean area are sending aid over 
land and by sea.  Additionally, a coordinating committee of Lions in Haiti, Dominican Republic and nearby countries 
are actively planning for the next steps, and our foundation chairperson, Al Brandel, immediate past international 
president, will be traveling there to meet with them beginning tomorrow. 

Naturally, the response by Lions to LCIF's Lions Hope for Haiti donation appeal has been tremendous.  Within days, 
we have already mobilized more than US$350,000.  By the time you receive this email, I am sure it will be even much, 
much more.  But we'll need millions more if we are to help the country rebuild, to provide homes for the homeless, 
to rebuild schools for the children, to rehabilitate those left disabled, and to help heal so many shattered and broken 
hearts.  So please donate what you can.  

Lastly, I am extremely saddened to report that two of our Haitian Lions -- our family -- have perished and other Lions 
may have lost family members.   On behalf of Lions the world over and members of our international board, we offer 
our sincere, heartfelt condolences and sympathies to our Lions family who have suffered such personal losses.  

To our Lions family in Haiti, I commit to you that the Lions of the world will be there for you today, tomorrow, next 
week, next month, next year, the year after that - and again for as long as it takes. 

There will be more updates from LCIF Chairperson Brandel in the days to come.  Meanwhile read the latest LCIF up-
date on Haiti, including information on how you can make a personal online donation.   I thank you all ahead of time 
for any further assistance you can provide.

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LIONS RUN A HEALTH SCREENING EVENT 

     Lion volunteers ran the health screening at the Gulf Breeze Apartments Office Complex on Saturday 
October 24th from 10 am to 2pm in partnership with the Punta Gorda Housing Authority.  All the vision 
tests were conducted as well as hearing and diabetes testing for adults. It is known that on average one 
out of five screened individuals may be advised to have their own physician take corrective measures. At 
this screening, thirty-nine adults and seven children were tested. Thirteen individuals were requested to 
seek immediate treatment. It has been proven that glaucoma and diabetes have hidden symptoms and 

are not detected until sudden blindness or stroke. 

     Lions from Punta Gorda, Port Charlotte, and Fort Myers Hi-Noon club have been gathering in Punta 

Gorda for the past weeks preparing themselves to become Certified Health Screeners. 

     Screeners have learned the operation of the Snellen test, visual acuity test and field vision testing. Vi-
sion screening for “lazy eye” uses a variety of tools. The Lions use the Welch Allyn SureSight Vision 

Screener. The test is completely noninvasive. Nothing touches the child. 

    Supervising the training and the medical staffing are Lion Claudia Tibbetts and Dr. Howard Freedman. 
Tibbetts emphasized the accuracy required for every client and stressed that competency of volunteers 
must be attained for certification. The required documentation of every screened individuals test results 
were then filed for follow up within one month. Those persons that were recommended to seek treatment 

as the result of the tests and have urgent medical needs cannot neglect to then take action. 

     The event on October 24th was open to residents, any age, of Gulf Breeze and Oak Tree Village. After 
certification and the experience and proficiency gained in testing at this pilot project, the Lions will con-
sult with the County Department of Health to expand eye and hearing services specifically for pre-school 

children and then open the health screening to the general public with diabetes tests. 

     This service endeavor was very well accepted by the Punta Gorda Club and eleven members signed 
onto the first certification event led by Lion Tibbetts. Fort Myers High Noon Club had three attending and 

Port Charlotte Club had four.
